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INTRODUCTION

Purpose

This bibliography of 1860 books and articles is intended to provide

researchers, instructors, and students of applied German linguistics, as

well as school and college teachers of German, with background material

on a variety of topics in the field of applied German linguistics which can

be of service in the preparation of instructional materials and the planning

of courses. Although the emphasis is on applied German linguistics, a com-

prehensive listing of works on linguistic theory has also been included for

the student or teacher interested in acquiring a more complete understanding

of the subject matter.

Part one deals with

general studies in linguistics; publications having appeared in book form

are listed separately from those to be found in periodicals. Part two,

covering general studies in phonology, is subdivided into three sections

listing studies on phonetics, phonometrics, phonemi s, phonology and genera-

tive phonology. Part three concentrates on studies dealing with German pho-

netics and phonemics. The seven sub-groups range from general studies in

German phonology to specific topics like 'Vowels Consonants', and 'Affricates

and Diphthongs'i also included are contributions on 'Standard and Colloquial

German and !Pronunciation ExerCiseS .

Part seven contains contemporary studies dealing with the revision of

German grammar. While the entries in the first section indicate the strong

tendency for change, the entries in the next three groupings, concentrating

on Hans Glinz, Leo Weisgerber, and Lucien Tesniere, show the various directions

in which German grammar is moving. As in all other previous parts, the intro-

duction to the eighth section on 'Historical Linguistics, Language Philosophy,

and Linguistic Schools' deals with the general aspects, while the following

sub-groups are devoted to spe ific individuals having contributed markedly

to the science of linguistics, such as Wilhelm von Humboldt Ferdinand de

Saussure nd others; this section also acquaints the user with themostim-

portant linguistic schools.

A number of entries have been annotated in order to give the user

more comprehensive information on the content of a particular publi tion.

e) Arrangement of Entries:

All entries in the sections and sub-sectionsare arranged alphabetically

by author and chronologically by the date of publi ation.
