But many of the books on the list

contain their own ccnsiderable bibliographies, in which information of this kind

can be found.

We have also tried to keep the list to about a hundred items, to avoid

cumbersomeness and expense in postage. As a result, it is highly selective

and still, although several of us have been concerned, racher subjective. It is

not, and is not intended to be, exhaustive or definitive.
