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INTRODUCTION

-Structural Changes

The 1973 - 74 version of Denientary-Secondary
Education Financial Statistics has been reorganized

-to facilitate it's utilization and make it more compre-
hensive. The report is divided into five sections. The
first three sections deal separately with consolidated
elementary-secondary education expenditures, school
board financial statistics and private. elementary-
secondary financial data; each section containin
graphs, commentary and statistical tables. The two
other sections outline the methodology and defini-
tions.

The information contained in this report was
largely derived frcm the following sources: federal and
provincial public accounts, school board compilations
of provincial DepartMents of Education and surveys of
private education and schools for the blind and deaf.

Conceptual Changes

(i) School board financial statistics:

As will be observed from Section B of this
report, the school board financial statistics differ
substantially from those of past years. The fine
detail is generated by the application of a new
school board financial information system which
was developed during the past two years. The
:..11ability of this information on a national basis
will allow more complex financial analysis of
education costs at the elementary-secondary level
in Canada, as well as furnish some interesting com-
parisons ;between provinces. It should be men-
tioued, Ilowever, that the reconciliation of the
above-referenced new financial data with the old
classification caused some difficulties with respect
to historical continuity between 1972 and 1973
who& board revenues and expenditures due to
differences in definitions.

(ii) Expenditures per student:

The concept of school board expenditures
per student utilized in this report has been re-
adjusted to eliminate the anomalies in the old
measure of cost per student. It has been decided
that the direct expenditures made by the provin-
cial departments of education on behalf of the
school boards, such as supervision, audio-visual,
curriculum, etc., should be added to school board
expenditures when computing expenditures per
student so as to make inter-provincial comparisons
more adequate. Alio, in contrast with previous
years, the expenditures related to adult education

However, the
effect of the exclusion of that survey on the con-
solidated expenditures is very marginal considering
that the private kindergarten and nursery school
expenditures accounted for approxi 'lately 0.1% of
the total expenditures on the elementary-
secondary level of education.

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METHODOLOGY

D.1. Federal Expenditures

The federal government expenditures are arrived
at through the exainination of the federal public
accounts.

In Canada, the Department of-National Defence,
in most cases, makes use of the existing public school
system and reimburses the school boards on a cost per
student basis and/or contributes to the cost of con-
struction' of a school; in other cases, when such
arrangements are impossible, it erects and administers
its own schools following the program of studies of that
prcivince.

. 'The situation overseas is similar' because the
Department operates the schools constructed on
military bases and -reimburses .the school board in
Can4a for the salaries of teachers who have been
assigned by those boards to teach overseas.

The centributions by the federal government
with respect to the Bilingualism in Education Pro.
gramme do not appcar in the statistical 4ables. These
payments, which are made as transfer payments to the
provinces, afe indicated in the following table.

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The difference between provincial grants to the
schoOl boards in Table A.3 and the amounts received
by these school boards in Tab lc 8.1 is due partly to the

use of different fmanCial years and partly to the inclu-
sion in Table A.3 of direct capital expenditures by the
provincial governments on behalf of the boards.

D.3:Sehool Board Financial Statistics

Following two years of negotiations with repre-
sentatives of provincial departments of education, the
school board financial statistics survey has been com-
pletly reorganized. This new approach has led to the
presentation of detailed financial data (see Section B of

the present report).

Instead of using the annual report o.f the DePart-

ments of Education as the source of information as in
previous years, it has been agreed that each department
would supply the Finance Unit of the Elementary-
Secondary Education Section with the same data that
they collect from the school boards.

A "Standard Classification ,Manual" that em-
braces the different definitions used in each province
wds developed and revised. This manual forms the
basis for the production of uniform statistics. Later

cross-reference tables were established relating the

provincial coding structures with our standard classi-

fication.

Finally, the data were converted to a calendar

year basis as follows:

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However, the resulting financial statistics compli-
.cated the historical continuity of comparable financial
data for previous years, this being partially due to
differenees in definitions.

The item "teachers salaries" shows a figure that
has been reduced in proportion .to the amonnt paid to
the school boards by the Department of National
Defence-for teachers on lban to schools overseas.

Generally, school boards which provide evening
courses do not distinguish the cost of those courses
from the cost of day courses; consequently, the finan-
ial data-cover day and evening courses.

Although there were no school boards in the
Yukon, and Northwest Territories, (except school dis-
tricts. Yellowknife number one and two), the public
schools were considered as such for the sake of
comparison.

_-

Since 1967, the New Brunswick Provincial
Government has assumed full responsibility for the
financing of public elementary and secondary schools.
In addition, unlike other provinces, New Brunswick
covers all school board capital expenditures directly.

D.4. Private School Financial
Statistics

The Finance Unit collects the finance data by
means of, questionnaires completed by 537 private
schools in eight provinces excluding Quebec and
Saskatchewan. In the case of Quebec, the information
has been. estimated while in Saskatchewan the Depart-
ment of Education has provided data directly to us.

Generally, the private schools do not receive any
grants froM.the provincial governments with the excep-
tion of Quebec- which contributes to the financing of
private schools either recognized for purposes of public
interest or for grant purposes. The zunounts of money
transfefred are based .on the average cost per student
that prevailed in the previons year in public schools of
the same category: with private schools declared' for
purposes of public interest receiving 80'; of the average
cost compared to 60' for those recognized for grant
purposes.

0.5. Consolidation of Financial Data

It should he noted that the consolidation of the
financial data in. Table A.l presents a few problems:

that is. the variation between revenue and expenditure
for certain institutions. the difference in financial year
endings and in classification of expenditures. and some

reports being incomplete. These problems make recon-

ciliation difficult. Table A.I is intended to einpliasile

50010: of funds. v.hereas the other connibuting tables
emphasi/e how the funds weft: spent. Whenall revenue

was not spent during the current year, only the amount

actually spent was included. On the other hand, when

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In Quebec, the elementary level is normally
comprised of six years and the secondary of five years.
It is possible, however, to have an additional year of
study between the two, levels, as a transition year.
Pupils who have spent dx years in elementary school
but do not have the necessary preparation for advance-
ment to the secondary level are placed in this transition
year.

E.2. Types of Schools

Four types of elementary and secondary schools
are considered in this publication. public, private,
federal and other

Public Schools

Included under public school expenditures are:

(I) Expenditures of schools which are financed by
local taxation and prOviiicial grants, thai is, the
schools controlled by school boards.

(ii) Indirect expenditures of .,the provincial Depart-
ments of Education on supervision, examinations,
etc.

, (iii) Expenditures, of the Department of National
Defence schools in Canada. The finance of these
federal schools is included under "public schools"
because they operate within the framework of the
public schools of the province in which they are
situated.

Private Schools

Included under private school expenditures are
expenditures of elementary and secondary schools
operated by an individual or society.

Federal Schools
Included under -federal school expenditures are:

(4 The expenditures of schools administered by the
Department of Indian & Northern Affairs De-
velopment. The Department does not administer
any schools in the Yukon or Northwest Territorie
but does contribute to the cost of operation and
construction of residences in the Yukon. The
administrative change in the Northwest Territories
occurred in 1969 when a Department of Education
was created there.

(ii) The expenditures of the Dcpa rtmcnt of National
Defence schools overseas, which are responsible for
the instruction of the children of military per-
sonnet abroad.

(iii) The expenditures incurred in providing educational
services for the penitentiaries.

E.3. Categories of Revenues and Expenditures
for School Boards

E.3.1. School Board Revenue

Local taxation Includes taxes levied by school
boards, taxes kvied by municipal authorities on behalf
of the school boards, requisitions on other municipali-
ties and grants in lieu 'of t;:xes.

Provincial government Comprises an revenue
accruing .to the school board from the provincial
government. It includes the salary grant's" or suppl,...
ments paid' by the province directly to the teachers,
grants for debt charges and capital expenditures from
current funds, transportation cost recoveries and other
revenues such as use of school bpard facilities for
practice teaching. etc.

Federal government Includes tuition fees for
Indian and Inuit pupils and for other students resident
on Federal crown lands, reimbursement by the Go-ern-
ment of Canada for sa!aries and other expenses .of
teachers on loan to the Department of National
Defence and transportation cost recoveries for those
students who are the resiwkibility of the federal
government.

Tuition fees from individuals Includes fees
from students, patents or guardians. and other
agencies, as well as fees for aduR education.

Other school boards Includes ti:ition fees from
other boards, either regional or local, within the prov-
ince and from boards outside the province, revenues
received from other school boards as reimbursement
for providing transportation to pupils who are residents
of the paying board's arca of jurisdiction, and reim
bursement from other boards such as payments for
rental of facilities, etc.

cludes the sale of school sites, buildings, equipment
and insurance proceeds.

Gross revenue from ancillary servkes Com-
prises gross revenue from those activities of the board
which, althoqh not directly related to the teaching
process, provide services intended to improve the con-
ditions under which instruction is carried on. It
includes teacherages, caferejas, bookstores, text-book
rental sehernes, etc.

Other sources Includes interest on bank de-
posits or short term investments, rental of school
.facilities other -than those mentioned in previous cate-
gories, net revenues from ancillary enterprises when
these :atter are not operated by the board, transfer§
from other funds, and any revenues for which no
provision is made under any other heading.

E.3.2. School Board Expenditures by Function

Administration

This function is divided into two sub-functions:
general administration and computer services:

General administration 'Consists of those activi-
ties which have as their purpose the general regulatim
direction and control of tlmse aspects of the board's
operations not directly concerned with instruction.

Computer services Involves the Board's data
Processing Centre that pwvides computing and thua
processing services for all of the other functions. Not
included are expenditures for electronic data process-
ing equipment located in classrooms for instruction in
computer science only. Such expenditures are included
under "Instruction".

Instruction and Educational Services

'This function is divided into Iwo suh-functions:
instruction and educational services.

Instruction Includes those activities which deid
with the teaching process. These activities are: instruc-
tional administration. day school regular, day school
special and special courses.

Educational services Includes services provided
by the board that enable students to derive greater
benefits from the educational program offered: audio-
visual, guidance'and counselling. library, psychological
and other similar services.

This function consists of those activities con-
cerned with the maintenance of schools, grounds, and
equipment, thus ensuring that the physical p;ant is
open and tit for use.

Transportation

Consists of conveying pupils to and from school
activities, either befween home and school, or on trips
for curricular or extra-curricular activities.

Capital Expenditures (Non-allocable)

This function pertains to eypendittres which
result in ihe acquisition of an asset of .a fixed or
permanent nature or to improve or extend the Original
useful lifc of asset. Non-allocable capital expendi-
tures such ? buildings and land are those which
provide benefits '..or several functions.

Debt Charges

Cons.sts of expenditures for the retirement of
debt and for interest on debt.

E.3.3. School Board Expenditures by Economic Cln..-
fication

Salaries and Wages

General administration Includes trustees' hon-
oraria, senior management personnel, supervisory and
administrative personnel, technical and specialized
personnel, clerical and secretarial personnel and tempo-
rary assistance.

Computer Includes supervisory and specialized
personnel such as keypunch operators, computer''
operators, programmers and systems analysts, clerical
and secretarial personnel and temporary assistance.
This does not include any certificated personnel who
are teaching computer science they arc included in
"Instruction".

Instructional administration - Includes senior
instructional administration officials such as directors
of education, assistant directors, superintendents and
assiaant superintendents of schools, non-teaching
supervisory and administrative . personnel related
directly to .the instructional program such as inspec-
tors, directors or superintendents of subject fields,
co-ordinators,. consultants, etc., clerical and secretarial
personnel including staff located in the school offices
except non-certificated secretarial and clerical staff
who are assigned to guidance, library and audio-visual
selvices who are included under "Educational
services". Also excluded are the clerical and secretarial
staff employed for evening courses assistance.

Day school regular - Includes personnel directly
related to the provision of day school regular courses
for school age children. They are located in the schools
and they include principals; vice-principals, regular
,teachers, part-time teachers, supply teachers and other
instruotional personnel such as guidance and library
personnel possessing teaching certificates, lay as-

sistants, etc.

Day school special Includes personnel directly
related to the provision of day school special education
courses such as those instituted to deal with speech,
hez ring and vision defects, etc. The personnel may be
either certificated or non-certificated. Included are
principals, vice-principals, regular, teachers, part-time
teachers, supply teachers, lay zssistants and other
certificated personnel.

SPecial courses - Includes personnel directly
re/ated to the provision of special courses offered to
school-age children outside the regular program; these
courses include summer school courses, music, art, etc.
Included arc principals, vice-principals, regular

teachers, part-time teachers,; supply teachers, lay

assistants and other certificated personnel in the

school.

Adult education - Includes personnel directly
related to adult education such as evening courses,
daytime classes, provincial manpower retraining pro-
grams and others. Included are supervisory and
administrative personnel, principals, vice-principals,
regular teachers, part4ime teachers, supply teachers,
iay. assistants, other certificated personnel in the
school, as well as clerical and secretarial staff.
