During the
1950’s they acquired 10.5 million and the
government decided they were ready to be
‘terminated’ as a tribe under the
supervision of the B.I.A. They now have to
pay taxes and purchase the land they have
lived on for generations. Public services are
disappearing and 70% of the people are
under the poverty level. Most importantly
the Menominees are being forcec to sell
their land to outsiders in order to raise the
County Tax Base and could lose control to
new, non-Indian residents.
