The
schools inpluded range from those of elementary Oade, giving a few
fundamental industrial coursw, to schools of qollege grade that in
addition to their degree-granting courses also offer some trade
courses. Only the trade and industrial work offered by any of the
schools is noted. The tuition iees are liable t variation from year
to yeai, and the tenden"Cy to increase over previous qttalogue reports
is evident in many cases.
