TYPES OF SCHOOLS INCLUDED.'

Fiom an administrative viewpoint three types of schools for thedeaf are included in this chapter: First, those controlled atid sup-ported by the State; second, those controlled and financed by privateorganizations; and third, those operated aS a part of the city public-school systems. Thjs latter type is referred to herein as city dayschools, since children attend them during school hours generallyahd are na housed in dormitoiles, as is usually the ease in State andprivate institutions. These three types of schools art kept separateand distinct througllout the chapter. All States; except Delaware,Nevada, New Hampshire, New Jersey, and Wyoming, have Stateschools for the deaf. Some of the schools in Massachusetts, NewYork, and Pennsylvania included with the °State schools are onlysemipublic, i. e., they are gartly controlled by private organizationsbut serve as State institutions., receiving pupils at public expense.Some of these schools admit puPils at public expense from ötherStates than the one in which the schools are located.
DEAF AND BLIND INSTITUTIONS.

Altogether, 12 dual State schools are included in this report. TheAlabama School for the Negra Deaf arid. Blind, Talladep; the FloridaState School for the Deaf and Blind (negro), St: Augustine; and theInstitute for Deaf, Blind and Orphans (negro); Taft, Okla., did notreport. Altogether there are 15 dual institutions in 13 differentStates.* South Carolina and Virginia each provides two dual schools,one for white and the other for colored youth!. In Florida, whiteand colored pupils are tifught in different departments of the sameschool. Dual schools are limited to State institutions.
SCHOOLS NOT REPORTING.

NUMBER OF SCHOOLS.

The tota1 number of sChools reporting in 1922 was 154. Of this
nuaer, 61 are State or Asemi-State 'institutions, 74 are city day
schools, and 19 are private schools. The highest number of schools
reporting in any year was in 1916, when 159 reports were received.
The decrease this year is 4,ue to the failure of a few schools toreporr
and not to actual decrease in the total number of schools throughout
the United States. The number of State and private) schools for the
deaf since 1900 has remained practically the same., The increase in
the number of city day schools has been duo Tery argely to the for-
mation of city day classes for the deaf. Tht number has increased
from 41 in 1900 to 74 in 1922.

The Percentages in the .last column
show very accurately, however, the relative proportion of pupils in
the different grade groups. More thah one-half ot the enroltment is
found in grades' 1 to 4, inclusive. Lesi than one-twelfth of it is
found in high-school grades, aboit one-tenth' in kindergartens, and
more than one-fourth in grades 5 to,8, inclusive. City schools,have
relatively small percentages of _deaf .pupils in kindergartens and in
high schools.

rl'able 1. Since 1911 a more stable increase in the number gioaduating
from sQcondary schools is shown. Practically all graduates are foundin State institutions, indicating that city boards of education have
not generally provided secondary schools for deaf children. In fact,
only 19 cities reported pupils in high-school grades. The reports
show that 34 State institutions have 1,066 pupils enrolled in high-
school-classes. Altogether, there are enrolled ìñ high-school classes
of 19 city schools for the deaf only 69 pupils, and in 3 private schools
only 8 mils. Of these numbers, 146 pupil; gtaduated from Stat
schools, 16 froin city schools, and 9 from private schools.

As showd in Tables 5, 8, and 11, the total number of volumes inthe libraries of schools for the deaf is 178,424, or an average of 2,028
volumes per *school reporting this information. The number of
volum-es in State ifistitutions is 166,412, in private schools. *85
volumes, and 5,327 volumes in city day schools. The average
State institutions is 3;140 volumes, in private scbools 557 volumes,

Altogether, 55 State schools for the daf reported expenditures, thoaggregate amount reported being $8,628,236, or an average of $114,280.per school. The total amount spent by the nifie private schoolsreporting was $290,594, or an average of $32,288 per'school.In State schools about one-fifth of" the total expenditure is. foroutlays, while in the private schooWconsiderably more dial Qne-half isfor outlays. In State schools about one-fourth of the total expendiitures is for instruction, while, in the private schools this item is lessthan one-fitth of the total expenditure.
