Sir: 

I beg leave herewith to forward for publication, as a first part of a catalogue of 

educational literature, the index to Barnard’s American Journal of Education. This 

work of Dr. Henry Barnard, the first United States Commissioner of Education, is in 

fact a library of education in itself. It contains thirty-one volumes of some eight 

hundred pages each. In its publication Dr. Barnard used the best years of his life 

and all of his private fortune. The complete index to these volumes goes a long way 

toward furnishing a key to all educational literature. Inasmuch as this work is 

eagerly sought by all general libraries, and by all professional libraries devoted to 

the subject of education, both in this country and in Europe, it is readily seen how 

useful a general index to it will be. It will furnish an analytical index to the most 

important part of the educational collection in every library in the land. 

It may be proper to mention here that a number of the friends of education, seeing 

the importance of continuing the publication of the entire set of Dr. Barnard’s jour¬ 

nal, have formed a company and purchased the electrotype plates of the work, and 

are now engaged in reprinting the volumes which are out of print. A “Henry 

Barnard Society” has been formed, extending to all parts of the Union, and an 

impulse from this source is extending widely to create a taste for the study of the 

professional literature of education. 

In part second of the proposed catalogue of educational literature will be found a 

classified list of all the educational works in the library of the Bureau of Education, 

together with an author index to the same. In some respects the library of this 

Bureau is the best and fullest educational collection to be found in the world. 

» Pursuant to the purposes of Congress in founding the Bureau of Education, the 

policy has been inaugurated of making this library as useful as possible to educa¬ 

tional specialists throughout the land. Duplicate copies of books useful to the 

student are often loaned. In recent years there have been formed in many of the 

States teachers’ reading circles, with marked benefit to the culture and professional 

training of t-he corps of teachers. 

The third part of this catalogue will contain an analytical index to educational 

reports, educational magazines, and to educational articles in miscellaneous periodi¬ 

cals, volumes of proceedings of educational associations, and a variety of other 

important books, thus furnishing the answer to such questions as: Where can I 

find articles on this special educational subject ? What phases of the subject have 

been discussed ? 

It is believed that this work will answer a very widely felt demand, and that it 

will subserve the chief purpose for which the Bureau of Education has been founded, 

namely, the collection and distribution of educational information, to the end that 

the directors of education in the cities, towns, villages, and districts of the various 

States may be able to manage their great trust more wisely. It is rightly held that 

the collection and dissemination of information by the central authority strengthens 

and never weakens local self-government.
