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Internet Resources for Injury and Violence Prevention
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ABSTRACT

Access to injury prevention information is being transformed by the Internet and information technology. These
new strategies for “knowledge management” are creating new opportunities for health education and injury

prevention. This article provides an overview and a list of internet resources on unintentional injury prevention,

acute care and trauma, and violence prevention.

INTRODUCTION

In recent years, the number and breadth
of online injury prevention resources avail-
able to injury prevention professionals,
health care providers, and members of
the general public have grown exponen-
tially. Federal agencies, not-for-profit orga-
nizations, state and local groups, academic
centers, advocacy groups, hospitals, corpo-
rations, and even a few individuals have
posted web sites that address all aspects
of unintentional injury, violence, and sui-
cide prevention.

The following list of web sites is intended
to help you find useful, relevant injury pre-
vention resources online. These web sites
were selected from a much larger list of sites
relevant to health educators and others in-
terested in injury prevention. In this list, you
will find web sites for organizations that
address child and adolescent health and
safety. These organizations offer a wide
range of resources, from online documents
to materials you can order, such as educa-
tional kits, consumer information, sample
policies, and scientific reports.

The Internet content is constantly
changing—web pages are posted and taken
down every day. For this reason, we have
provided web site addresses for larger or-
ganizations rather than specific programs.
Use the “search” function on each web site
to find information about your area of in-
terest. Most of these web sites also will lead
you to additional links and resources.

We are not suggesting this as a compre-

hensive list, nor have we evaluated these
sites with any standardized criteria. Instead,
we offer the following as a list of web sites
that we frequent as injury and violence pre-
vention professionals.

There are people within your state who
can serve as resources for information about
local injury prevention activities, and you
can use the Internet to find them. For ex-
ample, each state has an Injury Prevention
Director within the State Health Depart-
ment who can direct you toward state and
local resources. Visit the State and Territo-
rial Injury Prevention Directors’ Associa-
tion (STIPDA) web site at www.stipda.org
to learn more about their members and in-
jury prevention programs.

Each state also has a State Highway
Safety Office that can provide information
about state and local highway safety pro-
grams. Visit www.statehighwaysafety.org for
more information about these offices and
their programs. In addition, the National
Highway Traffic Safety Administration has
10 regional offices that can provide techni-
cal assistance and program information
about highway safety activities across the
country.
