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1..0   Call to Order at 5 PM with 26 present

2..0   Passing of Attendance List and Introduction of Members and Guests

3..0   Approval of Prior Minutes – No minutes of last meeting were available
4..0   Chair (and Vice-Chair) reports by Kent.  Sergio could not make meeting
a. We have 35 papers here that were reviewed.  Fifteen were revise and resubmit, four were recommended for publication and 13were rejected for publication.

b. There are six remaining papers.  One of these is recommended for publication, one or two are awaiting A/E recommendations, and three or four have overdue reviews.

c. Looks like we have nine or ten papers for Detroit. 

d. Wei-Jen says we need 45 to 55 papers, depending on allotted time per paper – assuming no panel sessions.

5..0   Working Groups/Sub-Committee Reports

a. Power System Design:  Jim Harvey reported that there were 13 were at our meeting for the Education and Healthcare.  We are hoping for 1 panel discussion and a possibly 6 papers in Detroit
b. Reliability: Bob was not present.  One paper is possible.

c. Analysis: Massimo missed meeting, but there were many at the sub-committee meeting
d. Grounding: Massimo was not present but it was reported that 13 papers at this meeting and it looks like 4 papers in the spring.  It is believed that there will be an IAS Magazine dedicated to Grounding.
e. Emergency and Standby Power:  Joe weber reported that Ed Larsen is retiring.  There are two P3005 PAR’s that are being extended.  Joe noted that more members of the working group are needed.  It looks like one paper for Detroit

f. Power System Maintenance, Operations, and Safety:  Michael Simons reported that they have one paper at this conference, and will have one or two in the Spring.  They have a tutorial here and likely one in Detroit.  He noted that P3007.3 is ‘coming along’, and that P3007,.2 is a few years out.  They are also thinking of another ‘dot standard’.
g. Power Quality: Bob noted that his group has no Par’s at this time.  The main priority now is the ‘Green’ and ‘Emerald’ books done.
h. Forensics: Giuseppe noted that they hope to have a panel discussion in the spring. There are two papers at this conference, and two planned for Detroit.
i. Educational and Healthcare: See report under Power System Design above

6..0   Old Business

a. By-Laws are on hold for now, pending definitions for the two, new, sub-committee.  Will be discussed more in spring.  It was noted that current By-Laws note the Committee as Power system Engineers, most at meeting thought that it should be changed to Power System Engineering.  It was noted that last update of By-laws was over 20-years ago.
7..0   New Business

a. Bob asked, since Carey Cook is retiring, who is in charge now?  It was agreed that there is no clear answer on this; we should talk with Pat, our new IEEE standards person.  It was pointed out that ‘Cary Cook’s’ TBCC Committee reports to the Department, not to us.

b. Dev brought up the issue of our responsibility for the accuracy of the papers being presented.  This is particularly an issue when the author ‘rebuts’ a reviewer’s comments.  He noted that currently there is no clear instruction on how to proceed when this occurs.  It was brought up that any ‘negative reviews’ must have comments relating to the negative issues.  Finally, Bob asked if Manuscript Central is the same IEEE wide, or not.  It was pointed out that IAS has its own version of Manuscript Central, tailored to how we ‘do business’.
