The only time a standard is made available through the Get Program is if an organization covers the cost of
the standard. In other words, the docs are made available when someone wants a particular technology to
be accessible to as many people as possible, they cover the revenue they IEEE would have made by selling
the standard and in return, IEEE place the document in the program at no cost to the user.

The Secretary was requested to determine who is sponsoring the 7xxx standards.
