1. Confirmation of the minutes of the 43"* AGM held on J anuary 16, 2021

Minutes of the 43 AGM held on January 21, 2022 at 7-30 P.M. in Zoom Virtual platform
were read and confirmed as proposed by Prof. Salil K Sanyal and seconded by Dr. Subrata
Biswas.

2. Welcome Address by the Section Chair:

Prof. Sushmita Mitra, in her welcome address, mentioned that the year 2022
demonstrated a marked improvement in the pandemic situation worldwide. As a
result, although we started activities in an online mode we could
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eventual ly shift successfully to an offline mode. The stalled Milestone
lectures could be organized physically. We organized the Sir J. C. Bose
Milestone Lecture followed by the Sir C. V. Raman Milestone lecture, along
with the felicitation of Padmashree Prof. Sanghamitra Bandyopadhyay.
