IEEE WA section WIE Outstanding Volunteer Award targets both WIE Professionals and WIE Student Member grades.

Eligibility 

The individual nominated must be a WIE member at the time of nomination. 

The individual should have made an identifiable creative achievement and/or a significant contribution toward the visions of WIE. 

The individual must not have received the same award in the past 3 years.
Nomination Conditions 

The nominee should be a member of IEEE and residing in WA

Any IEEE member can nominate a candidate for the award (no self-nominations in this award category).

The complete nomination document should be sent as a pdf file to the IEEE WA Section Awards Chair

Basis of Selection 

The following points will be considered in the selection.

Contribution to the visions of WIE

Impact of activities over society

Uniqueness of the approach

Outreach & societal implication

Leadership ability
Selection Committee 

The nominations will be evaluated and ranked by an IEEE WA Section Awards Committee.

The selection committee will nominate a citation.

The decision of the Selection Committee is final.
Award Instrument & Presentation
A signed certificate will be awarded to the winner.
