IEEE WA Section Young Professionals (YP) Outstanding Volunteer Award (2020)
Introduction
IEEE WA Section recognises the vital role volunteers play in the realisation of IEEE’s goals. Awards are appropriate to motivate and recognise the efforts and achievements of those individuals who have made a substantial contribution to IEEE and Section Operational and Strategic Goals.

What is YP?
YP is an international community, whose members are interested in elevating their professional image, expanding their global network, connecting with peers locally and giving back to their community.

IEEE WA Section places a high priority in assisting young professionals in their early career. This is achieved by creating opportunities to network, refine and plan their career goals, and learn soft skills to boost their chance for success.

Purpose
The WA Section Outstanding Young Professionals award aims to encourage the high-spirited volunteerism and contributions of individuals and showcase their initiatives that have benefited a larger volume of Young Professionals.

Scope
A maximum of only one volunteer will be selected for this award in each award year.

Eligibility
The individual nominated must be an IEEE volunteer and Young Professional member and can be from academia or industry at the time of nomination.

The individual should have made a substantial contribution to the activities of Young Professionals in the WA Section. 

The individual should not have received the same award in the past three years.

Nomination Conditions
The nominee should be a member of IEEE and residing in WA.

Any IEEE member can nominate a candidate for the award. Self-nomination in this award category is also permitted.

Basis of Selection
The following points will be considered in the selection:

· The contributions of the individual that created an impact and added value to the membership of IEEE Young Professionals.

· The long-standing impact of the activity or activities organised by the individual towards the goal of IEEE Young Professionals.

Selection Committee
The nominations will be evaluated and ranked by an IEEE WA Section Awards Committee.

The selection committee will nominate a citation.

The decision of the Selection Committee is final.

Award Instrument & Presentation
A signed certificate or plaque will be awarded to the winner and presented either at the IEEE WA section AGM  (typically in early December of each year). Otherwise, the award will be presented at the next convenient WA Section meeting.

Consideration will be given to providing financial support equivalent to the following years IEEE membership fee (not society).

The winner will also be considered for submission to equivalent Australia Council and Region 10 Awards.
