April 6th - Robert Nelson – Wind Power

Robert J. Nelson has over 30 years of experience in electric power systems.  He has a Master of Engineering in Electric Power Engineering from Rensselaer Polytechnic Institute in New York.  Prior to joining Westinghouse Power Generation  (which later became Siemens Energy) in 1989,  he worked for the Army Corps of Engineers, installing emergency generators at defense facilities in the western US, as a bulk system Planning Engineer for the Boston Edison Company, an Operations Engineer for the Florida Municipal Power Pool, and as a Consulting Engineer for R.W. Beck & Associates in Orlando.  From 1989 to 2008, Mr. Nelson worked successively as a generator design engineer, a Flexible AC Transmission Systems applications engineer, an excitation systems design engineer, a generator control engineer, and a new product strategist for Siemens Energy.  In 2008, he joined the Siemens Wind Turbine organization as the Manager of Codes, Standards, and Regulations.  He has 15 US patents, has published over 20 technical papers, including 5 peer-reviewed papers for the IEEE Transactions, and is a co-author of the "Turbogenerator" article in the Wiley Encyclopedia of Electrical Engineering.
