Title: Nanoelectronics:  A Brief Overview of Past, Present and Future
Presentation Summary:

The field of nanoelectronics has made tremendous progress over the last two decades. The semiconductor industry currently routinely fabricates devices with dimensions in the few tens of nanometers, and there is a significant worldwide interest in nanotubes and nanowires with cross-section areas of a less than ten nanometers as the future of electronics. This presentation highlights some out of the many ways in which nanomaterials are influencing the state of nanoelectronics. The presentation also briefly focuses on some of the research work, and results obtained, by Dr. Verma on small diameter silicon and germanium nanowires, and carbon nanotubes.
Bio: Dr. Verma received his Ph.D. in Electrical and Computer Engineering from Georgia Institute of Technology. He has been with the Department of Electrical Engineering and Computer Science at TAMU-K since Fall 2006. His research interests are in semiconductor nano-materials and devices.
