Title: Sea Level Rise along the Texas Coast – Short and Long Term

Talk Summary:

For over 20 years, the Conrad Blucher Institute for Surveying and Science at Texas A&M University-Corpus Christi has cooperated with the National Ocean Service to measure water level at over 30 sites in Texas. Long term water level data shows substantial sea level rise and subsidence along the Texas Coast. This presentation highlights the technology that measures water level, the data showing long term effects, and the short term effects of topical storm surges.
