Large-scale Systems and Systems Engineering Panel (LSaSE); 
 

Since the October BoG meeting a number of activities have moved forward on the Large-scale Systems and Systems Engineering Panel.
 

Chair Activities
Transportation Systems-of-Systems (SoS) Committee - Paul Kostek, Chair
Paul Kostek is chair Paul has focused first on Air Traffic Management SoS.  He has had a number of discussions with leaders of the FAA/JAA ATM global conferences.  The intention is to get AESS a technical sponsor and grow our involvement through this means.  Separately, Paul is working with AESS Director Dr. Ram Gopal Gupta who will host an AESS-sponsored ATM symposium in several venues in India in August 2006.  The intention here is to grow these symposia into full fledged AESS conferences and publications as the need more clearly surfaces.

 

Defense/Security SoS Committee; Bob Rassa, Chair, Bob Lyons Deputy Chair

Bob Rassa has gotten AESS named a technical co-sponsor of the NDIA systems engineering conference.  Bob Lyons has been appointed to be the main AESS rep to the new IEEE Systems Council and through this to generate joint conferences...see below.

 

Earth Observation SoS Committee, Paul Gartz, Acting Chair 

The focus has been on organizing at the more global level.  Paul Gartz attended the 1st meeting of the GEOSS Architecture Committee on March 2-3, 2006 in France.  GEOSS is Global Earth Observation Systems of Systems.  IEEE has taken a major leadership role in GEOSS through the ICEO, which is the IEEE Committee on Earth Observation of which AESS is one of the founding sponsors.  We have also set up teaming relationships with the IEEE Systems Council on this one.  We plan to appoint the right person to chair this sometime in 2006.  

 

AESS International Director Marina Ruggieri will add an Earth Observation Track to the AESS/AIAA Aerospace Conference for 2007.

Systems Engineering Process Committee, Paul Gartz, Acting Chair

A new research activity has been proposed to “discover” the best systems engineering practices across all industry sectors and all countries.  This is in discussion with IEEE Sys C and DoD.  It may require an industry consortium.

Teaming
Key to these SoS activities is the need to team rather than compete.  The two major entities for teaming overall are #1 the IEEE Systems Council formed officially in Jan 1, 2006, and INCOSE.  To assure coordination we have given joint chair appointments to key activities between AESS LSaSE and Sys C.

 

SoS Conference

LSaSE will jointly co-sponsor a new SoS conference with Sys C and SMC Society.  The first experiment with this was conducted in Kona Oct 12, 2005 at an SMC conference focused on SoS's.  Paul Gartz led a SoS panel discussion on the global role of SoS’s and the application to Earth Observation.  This will grow to technical sponsorship on a brand new SoS conference in 2006 and a full, three-way financial co-sponsorship of this conference in 2007.

International Development
As AESS President, Paul Gartz engaged all new AESS International Directors to expand AESS business technically and globally in each of their regions of responsibility through symposia and/or workshops on subjects important to the business of their regions.  
The criteria for each event were to involve industry, academia and government and to have a SoS context to whatever became the main event focus.  At each Paul gave a keynote that discussed the evolving role of SoS’s and how it affects the technical area of the event.  The intent is to use SoS to integrate these discussions and grow AESS in each context. 

These events included Space, Rome, 26 Oct 2005; Earth Observation, Pretoria, Nov 2005; UAV’s, Brisbane, 29 Nov 2005; PAV's (Personal Air Vehicles) and numerous subjects 16-26 Dec 2005 in Beijing, , Xi-an and Shanghai.  The trip also established links to chapter and section leaders in numerous cities.

Future Development
It is to build on the international relationships and events to develop AESS as a leader in large-scale systems in a teaming relationship with IEEE Sys C.
