The fees are: Free for IEEE Fellows, award recipients and their spouse; $20 for IEEE Members/Senior Members; $5 for IEEE Student Members; and $30 for Non-members. A new method to collect the attendance fee was presented at the meeting and approved. Juisai will prepare tickets and distribute them to other EXCOM members, who will sell them and collect checks. Invited speaker on the banquet will be decided from three possible candidates raised in the meeting.
