1. Approved December Meeting Minutes. 
2. Meeting dates changed to February 11th and March 3rd, and April meeting date will be discussed in March meeting.
3. Section Treasurer Jeff Tussey reported that as the end of December the bank account balance was $28,710.60 and as the end of November section IEEE investment fund balance was $64,685.57. Received $1000 rebate for CPMT chapter on 12/28/07. Updated 2008 budget to include $1,000 for CPMT: Added $1,000 to ED for 2007 carry over; added $600 to AP/MTT for 2007 carry over. Completed L50 draft for 2007 pending December actual Investment fund balance (usually get this mid month). Request an EXCOM member to perform an internal audit. J. Medina volunteered. Contacted Power engineering society Dan Slack and Robert Gray for their L50. Still pending communication. Revised bank account signees: T. Wandeloski, J. Juisai and D. L Prince will be removed. D. Wu will be included.
4. Chapters Chair Slavica Malobabic asked chapters to fill out their L31 and sent emails to each chapter chair reminding them of that and to communicate directly with their corresponding societies.
5. CPMT new chapter chair is David Ellis.

6. During February meeting the new chapter chair for Control Systems/Robotics and Automation/Systems, Man and Cybernetics will be nominated.
7. Communications/Signal Processing/Vehicular Technology: Tom Wandeloski needs the input from UCF regarding the date and location of the invited talks held at UCF.
8. ED: Slavica Malobabic reported ED chapter and UCF student chapter will organize an ED colloquium on February 21st and 22nd. ED reported 3 meetings this year. Possible membership drive for IEEE through EDS 
9. UCF Student branch: Organized software team for Southeast Conference and hardware is still pending. Reuvani Kamtaprasad steps down as the president of student branch and Vinit Todi acts as interim president until August when the elections will be held. Vinit reported he needs approval of an ExCom member for the UCF student branch banner and J. Tussey volunteered to help.
10. Mr. Hassan agreed to serve as a chair for consultant network affinity group.
11. Awards report: FES representative Dona Frias has asked for someone to pick up the nomination packages. The person who can pick them up has to comply with 2 conditions: not be nominated himself or recommended someone for the awards. IEEE USA recommended that the section buys ExCom pins for past and current officers Logistics for scholarship program still in progress.
12. Bylaws report: Amendments were approved. The conclusion is that if and only if the section is making and exception in bylaws with respect to Florida Council and Region 3 bylaws then it needs to send the changes to the headquarters.
