Call to Order – 1909 Hours with 12 members in attendance. See attachment 1 for the Agenda and attachment 2 for Attendance List.
Outstanding Business: Awards – Mr. Karlovic presented Certificate of Appreciations to Dr. Xun Gong and Michael Orlovsky.

Reading and Approval of Minutes – Approved minutes with amendments. Corrected item 6. See attachment 3.
Officers Report

Chair’s Report: Thanked EXCOM for service last year. Requested any outstanding expenses be reported so we can close the 2008 books in February. Reminded on upcoming Southeastcon. Chapter officers need to be elected at the next chapter meetings and the results reported in February. Asked the standing committee chairmen remain in their positions and serve in 2009.  Also discussed a retreat for the EXCOM members to discuss responsibilities (job descriptions) along with resources available (online) – send email if interested. Format will be a Saturday brunch. We also discussed a location on the East side of Orlando as the Donato’s Pizza has closed and we tried different locations without locating a good people.
Vice Chairs Report – Nothing to report. Main responsibilities are the Section Picnic, Holiday Party (December) and Awards Banquet (October). Will check on other responsibilities, such as IEEE Region and other meetings. The Picnic this year will be cancelled as it occurs at the same time as the Section Anniversary Party.

The finances do not include an outstanding invoice of $625 and an income of $70 for cash received for the Holiday Party in December. One thought is to do a preliminary exhibition at UCF and DeVry prior to going to the OSC. Additional thoughts were to put the exhibition at the local corporations, such as LM, Disney, and so forth either before or after OSC. Perhaps include the robots from the local teams competing at Southeastcon.  Dr. Flinchbaugh has records back to 1968. There will be email coordinating the Saturday meetings to go through material that could be used for the exhibition.
Florida Engineering Council Liaison – Dr. Flinchbaugh reminded that PEs need to reregister in the State of Florida and record completed Continuing Education classes.
Membership Development – Dr. Hortos generated a few new members at the UCF membership drive. He also reminded people to renew their membership and also join at least one society. The National review committee for senior members will meet in February. We have five to six members who need to complete their applications.
Professional Activities – Vinit planning to attend the IEEEUSA Meeting.
Programs/Finance – Dr. Gong and Dr. Sundaram talked about the number of scholarship awards we make each year. We had around twenty applications with only about thirteen completed. There was a feeling that there was too much paperwork and not enough advertising. This is very competitive and generated interest in the IEEE. The scholarship is viewed as better than “awards”.
