Meeting Minutes

July 14, 2005

Discussed Charter, Organization, and Objectives as outlined below:

CHARTER

1.
The Target Tracking Systems Panel is a Technical Panel of the IEEE Aerospace and Electronics Systems Society.

2.
The purpose of the Panel is to promote the creation of standard terminology, specification formats, test procedures, and to promulgate understanding of algorithms and components of sensor data processing systems. 

3.
The Panel is composed of representatives of industry, government laboratories, educational institutions, and professional societies who are knowledgeable of sensor data processing for applications such as target tracking, target recognition, or target identification and the application of the concepts to real-world problems. 

ORGANIZATION
The Target Tracking Systems Panel meets twice a year and is comprised of four committees.  The first committee addresses on standards for terminology, while the second committee addresses standards for implementation such as computing hardware, databases, and interfaces.  The third committee addresses standards for test and evaluation procedures, while the fourth committee addresses the promotion of the technologies, algorithms, and concepts involved in target tracking systems.  All committee outputs are reviewed and approved by the Panel prior to release outside of the Panel.  The activities of the panel will be expedited by the completion of homework assignments between meetings. Voting members will be those completing homework. The Panel elects a Chairman and a Vice-Chairman and each committee elects its own chairperson.  Voting and rules-of-order are established in the By-Laws of the Panel.  Membership in the Panel is open to all who wish to participate.

The name for the technical panel was selected to be IEEE AESS Technical Panel on Target Tracking Systems.  As other technical communities such as automatic target recognition (ATR) express interest in joining the panel, the name of the panel will be adjust to reflect its charter.
