Eric Blasch accepted the lead for Terminology. Sunshine Smith-Carrol  accepted the lead for implementation. Phil West accepted the lead for test and evaluation. Chee Chong accepted the lead for technology.  Dr. Chong has provided an update to the charter to reflect the vision of the committee.  Input from the other committees is forthcoming. The tentative charter for the target tracking systems panel is attached.
The organizational committee also expressed a desire to have the bylaws include restrictions on voting members to be only those members who contribute in a meaningful way to their committees. It envisioned that members will be declared as either active, inactive, or activity voting at the beginning of each calendar year. Based on inputs during the previous year, each committee lead will provide a list of members that are recommended to be active voting.  The panel chairman will then identify all members as active, inactive or active voting and only those designated as active voting will be allow to voting on panel matters during the current year. The bylaws will be draft next.
