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Panel Activity

P647 “IEEE Specification Format Guide and Test Procedure for Single Axis Laser Gyros” completed the industry survey phase mid February.  The panel is in the process of incorporating the comments that were received.
P836 “IEEE Recommended Practice for Precision Centrifuge Testing of Linear Accelerometers’ has been converted from Macintosh Word to PC word.  The panel is in the process of reviewing the two double turntable annexes received from the Russians and the Japanese.

After much back and forth with the editors, IEEE Std. 1431 “Specification Format Guide and Test Procedure for Coriolis Vibratory Gyros” was published December 20, 2004.
P1554, “IEEE Recommended Practice for Inertial Sensor Test Equipment, Instrumentation, Data Acquisition, and Analysis” was balloted on and received all yes votes, but two were with comments.  The comments have been incorporated and P1554 will soon be going out for a re-circulation ballot.

Work continues on P1559 “IEEE Standard for Inertial Systems Terminology.”  Since P647 and P1554 are almost completed, progress on P1559 should improve.
