ITEM 2-REVISIONS TO ANNEX F(EMF):  AN ADHOC TASK FORCE OF THE ELECTRONIC EXPERTS MET SEPARATELY DURING THE WG5 MEETING IN ORDER TO ARRIVE AT A CONSENSUS WITH RESPECT TO THE REVISION OF F.4.7 OF APPENDIX F.  THE CHANGES TO APPENDIX F WERE AGREED TO BY WG5 AND ARE ATTACHED AS NICE (03) AND NICE (03A).  AS AN ACTION ITEM, THE U.S.A. ITEM 4-EXTENSION OF ANNEX B:  THIS SUBJECT COVERS A PROPOSAL TO INCORPORATE REQUIREMENTS INTO ANNEX B TO COVER RESIDUAL CURRENT DEVICES WITH SENSORS SEPARATE FROM THE CIRCUIT BREAKERS.  IT IS A FAIRLY LENGTHY DOCUMENT AND THE QUESTION WAS RAISED AS TO WHETHER IT SHOULD BE INTEGRATED INTO IEC 947-2 OR WHETHER IT SHOULD BE A SEPARATE DOCUMENT. THE PROPOSAL IS TO TRANSFER CLAUSE 7.1 FROM IEC 947-1 INTO IEC 947.2.  THIS WILL BE REVIEWED AT THE NEXT MEETING (WG5 MEETING IN FRANKFURT).  THERE IS A PROPOSAL INCLUDED AS NICE (04).





ITEM 6-FURHTER MINOR AMENDMENTS TO IEC 947-2:  FOR THE SHORT TIME WITHSTAND TEST, A REVISION WAS MADE TO REACTIVATE THE OVERCURRENT TRIP DEVICE(S), AFTER THE TEST.  ALSO, VERIFICATION OF DESCRIMINATION TESTS WERE DISCUSSED, AND THE WORKING GROUP AGREED THAT THESE TESTS SHOULD BE LEFT TO THE DESCRIMINATION OF THE MANUFACTURER, BECAUSE THEY ARE NOT PERFORMANCE TESTS.

ITEM 13-DEGREES OF PROTECTION :  THIS DOCUMENT PROVIDES CRITERIA FOR CONDUCTING THE DUST TEST IN ANNEX C OF IEC 947-1.  IT WAS APPROVED BY 17 COUNTRIES WITH TWO NEGATIVE VOTES (FRANCE and HUNGARY).  THIS WILL BE DISTRIBUTED AS A CD DOCUMENT ALONG WITH THE METALLIC SCREEN DOCUMENT WHEN THAT IS ISSUED AS A CD DOCUMENT.





ITEM 14-EMC:  THE AD HOC ADVISORY GROUP TASK FORCE HAS BEGUN TO DEVELOP A PROPOSAL, IECSC17B947-1EMC, TO HARMONIZE THE EMC REQUIREMENTS WITH THE IEC 947.  THIS DOCUMENT IS INCLUDED AS NICE (06).  THE NEXT MEETING OF THE TASK FORCE WILL BE ON MAY 5, 1998 AND COMMENTS ARE BEING SOLICITED.  THESE REQUIREMENTS SHOULD BE COMPARED WITH THE REQUIREMENTS IN IEC 947-2 TO VERIFY THAT THERE IS COMPATIBILITY.

ITEM 16-OTHER MATTERS:  THE ISSUE OF THE NEED FOR SIMPLIFIED TEST PROCEDURES WHEN TESTING 1-POLE AND 2-POLE BREAKERS, PARTICULARLY WHEN THEY EMPLOY A “MODULAR CONSTRUCTION WHICH MAKES THEM VIRTUALLY IDENTICAL TO THE THREE POLE BREAKERS".  A PROPOSAL WILL BE PREPARED FOR FUTURE DISCUSSION.
