4.	Chairman's Report	



If you are not a member of the IEEE Standards Association you will not be allowed to vote on any standards ballot initiated after June 1, 1998.  The cost is $10 per year.  You can download the application form from the IEEE Standards Association web page (http://standards.ieee.org/sa/index.html).  Another incentive to join is indemnification.  Currently working group members are indemnified from civil action as result of participation on a standards working group.  In the future you will be indemnified only if you are a member of IEEE and the Standards Association.

The Transformer Committee’s Insulating Fluids Subcommittee requested input on what to do with Section 6 of C57.106, “Insulating Oil for Circuit Breakers” (See attached correspondence).  If anyone has any additional comments or suggested changes for this section of C57.106 please forward them to the HVCB Subcommittee Chair as soon as possible.		

C37.013 - “Standard for AC High Voltage Generator Circuit Breakers”    The document was approved by the IEEE Standards Board on 20 March 1997.  On 21 August 1997, Eric Ruoss received a letter from the IEEE Technical Program Administrator with the message that a negative vote from EEI on the ASC ballot had been received on 16 June 1997, 8 months after the deadline of 17 October 1996 and after the IEEE Standards Board approval in March 1997.  The negative vote was mainly concerned with the elimination of the Y-factor.  On 15 December 1997, Eric Ruoss received a letter from the IEEE Manager of Committee Services indicating that substantive changes or additions to text cannot be made to a document after Standards Board approval and that the revised C37.013 had been sent to the printer for publication.  The revised C37.013 was published without ANSI approval.  Eldridge Byron has requested that EEI withdraw its negative.  The negative was to be re-circulated within EEI and then a response sent to Eldridge.  The HVCB Chair has not yet been informed about the outcome on this action.

The Common Clauses Working Group is going to cancel its’ existing PAR and submit a new one indicating the desire to harmonize with IEC.  The Working Group will begin reviewing IEC 694.

A new Bibliography of Switchgear Literature has been published in the IEEE Transactions on Power Delivery, #PE-054-PWRD-1-04-1997.  

A Task Force has been formed under ADSCOM to look at how we distribute minutes in an effort to reduce the amount of mail being sent out.  Please send any suggestions to the HVCB Chair.

It was brought up in ADSCOM that relays and relay systems associated with electric power apparatus should conform to IEEE C37.90.  Please keep this in mind for all standards development.

CIGRE has published a guide for recycling SF6 gas.  An individual has inquired as to whether the Switchgear Committee would in some way adopt or modify the guide for its use.  The Switchgear Committee has no such plans at present.  Other IEEE documents on SF6 gas have been done by other Technical Committees.  The HVCB Chair plans to see if any other IEEE Technical Committees plan to utilize this CIGRE document.

The Power Engineering Society is being restructured, so look out for some changes in the coming months.

The Technical Publication Committee is currently considering options for electronic publishing in the future.  Working group chairs will be encouraged to submit their work in an electronic format.

There has been a shortage of papers submitted for transactions.  People are encouraged submit quality papers for IEEE review and publication.

Working group chairs are encouraged to submit recommendations for new HVCB Subcommittee members.  If someone has been actively participating in a working group and regularly attending the Subcommittee meetings then they should be considered for Subcommittee membership.  We do try to keep a balance of the membership between utility, manufacturer and general members so that no one group has a majority of the membership.

The meeting of the Circuit Switcher working group was held on Tuesday May 5, 1998 starting at 2:00 p.m.  There were 12 members and 7 guests in attendance.  Five of the guests requested membership and have been added to the membership list.



The PAR 1367 has been extended to December 1999.



Tom Tobin discussed the work he and Pete Meyers has been doing on the draft.  He distributed a partially completed draft to demonstrate the format they were using.  They are attempting to produce a first draft “strawman” in IEC format which will then be used as the core of our complete document.  They are planning to complete this “strawman” by the end of June 1998.  This document will then be distributed to the Working Group for review and the change/addition process.



The group has decided to reference other ANSI/IEEE sections and documents rather that reproducing the same in the standard.  This will allow this standard to be as up to date as the referenced standards and no “fall behind” in the updating process.



The members are asked to review the document upon their receipt and return with changes/additions/comments by August 15, 1998.  These changes will be included in the next draft and returned to the members before the October meeting.



The working group is requesting one full day or two half days at the October meeting.
