Common clauses working group reported that they are going to harmonize with IEC 694 for C37.00.1.





At the Spring 1997 meeting, the Subcommittee members consensus was to change the name of the Reclosers and Sectionalizers Subcommittee to a name that more reflects its charter.  The consensus on a suggested name is: Reclosers and Other Distribution Equipment.  A suggested scope for the subcommittee is: “Reclosers, Interrupters, Sectionalizers, and Distribution Protective and Switching Equipment, except for fuses and high voltage air switches.”  At this meeting it was decided to formally submit the name changes to the Switchgear Committee Chairman.





6.  Working Group Reports





a)    Dave Stone was not able to attend this meeting, so the complete comparison of the similarities and differences between C37.71, .72, and .73 were not discussed.  However, The subcommittee decided to start the process of combining C37.71, C37.72, and C37.73 into one standard by taking out a PAR now.





b)    The recloser standards C37.60 and C37.61 Working Group met on Monday, May 4 with ten members  and eight guests present.  This working group is chaired by Dave Kumbera.  The Working Group is presently engaged in general up-dating of the two above mentioned documents.  Most of the session was spent on reviewing and correcting the C37.60 document, draft 5.  A Motion 1A was passed at the Main Committee Meeting to sent Draft 6 of C37.60 to the “Balloting Pool.”  See attached Working Group Chairman’s report.





c)    Sectionalizer standard C37.63 was sent to the Standards Board and recently published.  Working Group Chairman is Kris Ranjan.  Thanks and appreciation to Kris for all his long, hard, and effective work.  Kris received a Chairman’s plaque at the Main Committee Meeting.





d)    The Capacitor Switch Standard C37.66 Working Group met on Monday, May 4 with five members and five guests present.  This Working Group is Chaired by Mitch Ferguson.  Draft 4 was continued to be reviewed and corrected.  See attached Working Group Chairman’s report.








e)    Regarding the subsurface load interrupting switch standard C37.71, Working Group Chairman Don Martin reported that letter ballots were sent out on 4/23/98 and due on 6/8/98.  See attached Working Group Chairman’s report.





f)    Regarding the padmounted load interrupting switch standard C37.72, Working Group Chairman John Wood reported that this standard has been balloted for reaffirmation with 34 affirmative votes and 3 negative votes.  





g)    Regarding the padmounted fused switchgear standard C37.73, Working Group Chairman Ray Capra reported that the balloting process is now complete and the standard is now with the Standards Board for publication.
