II.  The minutes of the Fall 1997 Switchgear Assemblies Subcommittee meeting in Mexico City were approved without changes.





III.  ADSCOM Report





The ADSCOM meeting report was given by Mr. Burse.  The complete ADSCOM meeting minutes are included with the main committee minutes.





The authority of REVCOM to reject documents on nonprocedural issues was discussed.


It was noted that the Common Clauses document is not totally binding.  Working Groups may reject any part of the document that is not applicable and write the appropriate words into the specific document.


It was noted that NETA met with the C37 group to discuss the use of C37 procedures to release NETA documents.





IV.  WG Report





The WG report for C37.20.1 was given by Mr. Simon.  The document is on draft 5.  The complete report is attached to these minutes.





The WG report for C37.20.2 was given by Mr. Wactor.  The document is on draft 8.  The complete report is attached to these minutes.





The WG report for  C37.20.3 was given by Mr. Byron.  Document is in REVCOM.  Must be resubmitted in electronic format.  The complete report is attached to these minutes.





The WG report for C37.20.4 was given by Mr. Byron.  Document has undergone revision to complement C37.39.  Changes were discussed in ADSCOM and it was agreed that the document has a place as a standard.  One negative comment was received by the IEEE to prevent the trial use version of the document from being published as a full use standard.  The complete report is attached to these minutes.





The WG report for C37.20.7 was given by Mr. Wactor.  The complete report is attached to these minutes.





The WG report for C37.23 was given by Mr. Peters.  The document is at the IEEE where a ballot pool is being formed.





Report on C37.100.1 was given by Mr. Peters.  The document will adopt IEC 694 as the base format and work will proceed.  A draft copy is due by the fall meeting.





V.  Old Business





C37.20.1 and C37.82 were reaffirmed.


C37.21 and C37.24 ballots were successful and are now on the agenda for REVCOM.





VI.  New Business





Trico Steel interpretation of C37.20.3 was distributed.  It was discussed that the “words” of a standard must reflect the “intent”.  Often they do not.





C37.21 and C37.24 should be converted to metric as part of routine maintenance of the documents.  D. Gohil will chair a working group to “metrify” these documents.  T. Burse will investigate the requirement for a PAR for such activities.  C37.21 may also be reviewed for content at this time.  A PAR will be required if changes are necessary.





The old balloting procedure of allowing the subcommittee to review a document prior to main committee vote has been omitted by the new balloting procedure.  It was discussed and agreed that this is an oversight and should be reinstated as part of the procedure.  All revisions and documents sponsored by the Switchgear Assemblies subcommittee will now be pre-balloted to help avoid unnecessary delays in the formal balloting process.  Use of e-mail is encouraged in this process.





An attempt to move the meeting minutes from a mailing to a website will be made for the Fall 1998 meeting.





ADSCOM has directed that C37.59 will cover conversions of contactors into devices for use in C37.20.1 and C37.20.2 equipment.  LVSD will cover the equipment as it applies to C37.20.1.  SA will investigate the use of fully rated components for use in C37.20.2.  HVCB will be contacted to insure there is no conflict with their equipment responsibilities.


The proposal to create a new standard for contactor use in C37.20.2 equipment caused discussion.


A motion to create a new document for “E2” control on a drawout frame for use in C37.20.2 equipment was voted negative 8 to 5.


A motion to form a study group to investigate this equipment and the need for a new document was voted affirmative 100%. The group will be chaired by A. Livshitz ( who also is a member of the LVSD working group on the same issue ).  Members are: T. Olsen, P. Notarian, T. Burse, D. Edwards, E. Byron, and M. Wactor.





Brief discussion on the status of C37.20.6 with no action required.





Discussion on use of stationary breakers in M.E. equipment.  C. Ball will draft a proposal to be considered in the next revision of the document.  E. Byron will do the same for C37.20.2 equipment.





The C37.20.4 Adhoc task force did not meet.  The work is essentially completed and included in the draft of C37.20.4 which will be balloted.





Working group chairs should contact R. Alexander for allocation of meeting rooms for the next meeting.








VII.  Next Meeting





The next meeting will be held in Calgary, Canada.  No hotel has been specified.  Dates are September 21 through 24.





Subsequent meetings are tentatively scheduled: Spring 1999 - May 24 –27 in Charleston, SC. @ the Mills House,  Fall 1999 – Pennsylvania, Spring 2000 – Florida.
