1.	Addition to the Ft. Lauderdale ADSCOM minutes 





	There is a safety concern related to "padlock multipliers"  used for multiple lock-outs on switchgear.  Some of these are too flimsy to hold the switchgear  in the required position.  See Pete Dwyers attachment.  It was suggested that ANSI 535.4 ; and 534.5 be consulted for lock standards.

Reconstruction: 





Matching New light duty mechanisms for Vacuum interrupters, with old MOC auxiliaries is a difficult problem.  Sometimes the old Auxiliaries require almost as much operating force as the new vacuum interrupters!





There has been a saftey concern with some poor quality  lock multipliers which have been used for lock out tag out requirements for each person holding a "work permit" to have his own lock.  some of these poor quality padlock multipliers don't prevent operation of the equipment they are locking out!  It was suggested that the apropriate  ANSI padlock standards be referenced.  





Technical Council





The paper review process will be by electronic format by 2000. An editorial board will send papers directly to reviewers, bypassing the Committee vice chair, and Subcommittee chair hand offs currently used.





Conference papers will be required 3 months in advance of a panel session, with abstracts required 18 months in advance!  This advance preparation tends to make a panel session more lecture oriented and less interactive.
