Changing the name of the Reclosers & Sectionalizers Subcommittee to a name that more reflects its charter was discussed.  The suggested name is: Reclosers and Other Distribution Equipment.  The suggested scope for the subcommittee is: “Reclosers, Interrupters, Sectionalizers, and Distribution Protective and Switching Equipment, except for high voltage fuses and high voltage overhead air switches.”  A ballot for the ADSCOM committee will be circulated prior to the next Switchgear Committee meeting.





On January 1, 1999, the Switchgear Committee officers will change.  The new officers will be: Chairman, Dean Sigmon; Vice Chairman, Roy Alexander; and Secretary, Alex Monroe.  The new chairman of the High Voltage Switches Subcommittee is Alex Dixon.  The new chairman of the Education, Recognition, and Planning Subcommittee is Mietek Glinkowski.  The new working group chairman for Common Clauses is Alan Storms.





Reported by Larry McCall: the Common Clauses Working Group has resolved the altitude correction factors and will be balloted by ADSCOM, then the balloting pool.





As of June 1, 1998, to be on the “Balloting Pool” you must be a member of the Standards Association.  New information: missing a ballot will not result in the IEEE taking you off the ballot list.  The “Balloting Pool” list will be maintained by the Switchgear Committee.





6.  Working Group Reports





a)    The recloser standards C37.60 and C37.61 Working Group met on Monday, September 21 with five members and ten guests present.  This working group is chaired by Dave Kumbera.  The Working Group is presently engaged in general up-dating of the two above mentioned documents.  Most of the session was spent on reviewing and correcting the C37.60 document, draft 7.  IEC is definitely interested in adopting our new revision to C37.60 as an IEC standard.  The Working Group Chairman is charged with issuing Draft 8.  Draft 8 will be balloted.  (see enclosed chairman’s report)





b)    The Capacitor Switch Standard C37.66 Working Group did not meet.  The Working Group Chairman had a last minute work commitment and could not attend the Calgary meeting.  This Working Group is Chaired by Mitch Ferguson.





c) A new Working Group on combining C37.71, C37.72, and C37.73 into one standard was formed. This working group is chaired by Dave Stone.  Dave could not make the Calgary meeting, and Ray Capra chaired the meeting for Dave. The Working Group met on Wednesday, September 23 with ten members present.  The working group prepared draft 1.


7.  Publishing





a)   Working Group Chairman Ray Capra reported that C37.73 (pad-mounted fused switchgear) is now approved. This standard was approved by the IEEE Standards Board on June 28, 1998.  IEEE has published this new standard.





8.  Balloting





a) The subsurface switches revised standard C37.71 is currently going through the balloting procedures.  This working group is chaired by Don Martin.





b) The pad-mounted load interrupting switches standard C37.72 is currently going through the balloting procedures for reaffirmation.  This working group is chaired by John Wood.
