	ACTION ITEMS





1.	D7 Rev1 was reballoted by the IEEE and contained the WG approved D8 changes to address the negative ballots.  The ballot ended on 17 September 1998 with an 87% return and 82% affirmative.  There are still some outstanding negative ballots which the WG proposes to carry over to the next document revision.





The negative comments of two balloters were discussed at this meeting and the WG has agreed on editorial changes which should satisfy the concerns.





Comments on high current test evaluation for the ground bus were discussed and a proposal for change was accepted for the next revision of the document.





The document should proceed to RevCom.  A 1 year extension of the PAR, previously requested, should not be necessary as the document is in the balloting process.

C37.20.3 & C37.20.4





The working group met Tuesday, September 22 at 2 p.m. with 15 members and guests present.  The status of both documents was discussed.





The latest electronic version of PC37.20.3 is ready re-review.  Revision work of PC37.20.3 was started several years ago by another working group chairperson.  Both IEEE and the past chair lost all electronic versions of PC37.20.3.  Work, however, continued on this project by using hand-written corrections on the printed document as well a cover letter listing all changes and corrections to the older version draft 13.  IEEE earlier approved this method.  Two successful ballots were held on the document “draft 14a” at the request of IEEE.  Draft 14a was also successfully balloted on the C37 level.  At the March RevCom meeting, they rejected the work and wanted a third ballot claiming no one could understand the document even-though not a single person in the balloting body made this claim.  RevCom also required a new electronic version be created.





C37.20.4 was published as a trial use standard in November 1996.  A trial use standard has a life of two years with a possible extension of one year if comments are received.  ADSCOM has requested that C37.20.4 be harmonized with C37.39, using C37.39 as the parent document.  The second edition was balloted within the Switchgear Subcommittee with 20 affirmative including comments and the one negative.  These were incorporated into the third edition.  The next edition will be sent out for full IEEE and C37 ballot.





ACTIONS:


We request permission to resubmit C37.20.3 to IEEE RevCom without a reballot stating that it is not necessary because it was successfully balloted twice.  The other reasons are (1) no one in the pools commented that they did not understand the document; and (2) IEEE lost the first ballot results.


We also will request permission to ballot the new edition of C37.20.4 with the changes made at the last working group meeting.
