6. Capacitor Current Switching Requirements for the Common Clauses WG are to be worked up by HVCB, with participation by HVS.

7. Reaffirmation Ballot of C37.71 – The IEEE ballot passed, and the NEMA Delegation voted negative, based on the ADSCOM Directive on coordination with C37.39, while C37.39 excludes C37.71.  Switchgear Chair to write a letter to NEMA recommending withdrawal of the negative.  Also, C37.74 is to be coordinated withC37.39, with differences justified.
