The Working Group for C37.13.1 met on Monday morning with 7 members and 4 guests.  A draft had been prepared based on C37.13, which Bob Puckett had marked up, and sent it to members.  A philosophical discussion resulted in a further change to the proposed title. It was agreed that the title should be "Standard for Definite Purpose Switching Devices for Use in Metal Enclosed Low Voltage Power Circuit Breaker Switchgear".  Since the PAR had not yet been approved, Paul will resubmit the PAR with the new title.  Also the plan is to revise the draft with the new name and other changes, and send it to the WG in June with a 45-60 day comment period. Hopefully a new draft will be ready for discussion in Pittsburgh.  The challenge beyond this initial start is to write a meaningful test program. The draft has no test program. It references C37.50.

Working Group Report

WG C37.14

Standard for Low Voltage DC Power Circuit Breakers Used in Enclosures

May 26, 1999

Draft 4 of the revised C37.14 was successfully balloted prior to the last meeting.  The last WG meeting occurred during the Calgary meeting.  Incorporation of the ballot and WG comments resulted in draft 5 of the document, which was then successfully recirculation balloted.  After review by the Standards Board, draft 5.1 of the document was approved as a Revision Standard on March 18, 1999.  

The initial Negative ballots were the result of the elimination of the 1,000V maximum design rating for DC circuit breakers.  As a result, a formal request was made to ANSI and NEMA for revision of C37.16 to include both 1,000V and 1,200V ratings, as equipment of both ratings now exist.  There was agreement to do this, so the process of revision of C37.16 is now underway by NEMA.  

Therefore, this is a request to initiate a new project for a C37.14 supplement to include both 1,000V and 1,200V DC circuit breaker ratings, in order to match the requirements of C37.16.
