An article is being prepared for publication in the PES journal.  Each working group chair is urged to submit a brief summary of the group’s present work to T. Burse (tburse2powl.com) by 7/15/99.  Mr. Burse will pass on to R. Alexander.





The “Reclosers and Sectionalizers” sub-committee will be changing its name.  The new name will be “Reclosers and Other Distribution Switchgear”.  In conjunction all sub-committees are urged to review their scope statements and submit any changes to R. Alexander as soon as possible.  Mr. Burse will coordinate this effort, any comments and/or suggestions should be submitted thru him.





Mr. Burse will be sending the Switchgear Committee chair a summation of the Switchgear Assemblies Sub-Committee’s understanding of the “Peak Current” vs. “Momentary” Rating (as applied to Switchgear Assemblies).  In the same area, the C37.20.2 working group chair, Mr. Wactor, will solicit changes in negative ballots on this issue and will be submitting the document for acceptance.





There was a wide spread recognition of the need to embrace C37.100.1 (Common Clauses document) on a point by point basis, as it evolves.





There was wide spread acceptance of the need for and value of “technical reports”.  These are the reports to be developed documenting the discussions and rationales behind published standards.  C37.20.7 will be developing one during the next 6 months.

Inclusion of stationary switches in the C37.20.2(IEEE Standard for Metal-Clad and Station-Type Switchgear) standard.





NEW BUSINESS





Sub-committee members were apprised of a need to help coordination of IEEE 323 (IEEE Standard for Qualifying Class 1E Equipment for Nuclear Power Generating Stations) with C37.81 (IEEE Guide for Seismic Qualification of Class 1E Metal-Enclosed Power Switchgear Assemblies) and C37.82 (IEEE Standard for the Qualification of Switchgear Assemblies for Class 1E Applications in Nuclear Power Generating Stations).





Sub-committee members were notified of work taking place on PAR P-1407 (GIS vs. AIS systems) and encouraged to get involved.
