5) Report from the Chair


    


    Tim Royster reported that the items of interest from the ADSCOM meeting included:





	An E-mail will be sent out to alert members of the Switchgear Committee when minutes are posted on the PES/IEEE Switchgear Committee web site.





	Members were requested to inform Tim Royster of any address changes.





	The Recloser and Sectionalizer Subcommittee is now called the Recloser and Other Distribution Equipment Subcommittee.





	A Task Force will be formed within the Common Clauses WG to determine the common requirements for the various documents regarding capacitive switching.





The Subcommittee was asked if it was appropriate for the HVF Subcommittee scope to be for devices “above 1000 VAC” without including devices at 1000 VAC.  The Subcommittee members agreed that it should remain “above 1000 VAC”.





The Subcommittee was informed that the WG Chairs need to create a schedule similar to a Ghant chart for the work they are to complete.  This is in response to the Technical Council’s concern about it taking too long to get the documents to completion within the time allotted in the PAR.





The PES is considering moving the Summer and Winter meetings to Fall and Spring.  They would like for some of the technical committees to schedule their meetings during these meetings.  The Switchgear Committee Chairman has already informed them that we do not want to meet during their meetings.  There is concern that there would be problems with allotting time and space for our meetings and also that it would be an unwanted distraction.





Electronic paper submission has commence for technical papers.  Many bugs are being worked out.  Currently the system is e-mailed based which is cumbersome.  Eventually, the system will be web based which is expected to improve the whole process.





Strategic initiatives have been outlined for the Standards Association with the intent that the SA to become the predominant standards organization.

7) Working Group Reports





Revision of Fuse Standards – Terry Bellei reported that the working group met from 8:00 a.m. - 11:15 a.m. on Wednesday morning with 10 members and no guests present.  Terry Bellei served as the acting chair for this meeting with John Leach sending his apologies due to a prior commitment.  Glenn Borchardt served as acting secretary for the working group meeting.





    A project status update was presented by Kris Ranjan.





The acting chair presented the results of the recent ballot on the C37.41 document.  Prior to the most recent ballot, every attempt was made by the working group and the working group chair to resolve the 4 previously submitted negative ballots on the document.  The recent ballot resulted in all but one of the negative ballots being resolved.  Working group members were presented with revised Tables 2 and 3 with note “e” revised per the negative balloter's suggestion.  All working group members agreed that the proposed revision further clarified the intent of the note and that these tables should be reballoted as revised.





Tim Royster presented a status update on the recent reaffirmation ballot of the C37.40 document.  As a means of satisfying Steve Lambert's negative ballot, it had been proposed that a note be added to the next revision saying that the high altitude correction factor is currently being discussed in the common clauses working group.  Tim confirmed that it was IEEE's position that no changes can be made to a document that is being reaffirmed.  Tim indicated that in all likelihood the document will be reballoted along with the working group's rebuttal to Steve's negative ballot.





Terry Bellei reported that Jim Marek will be revising the C37.40 document based upon comments received at the last working group meeting.  It is Jim's intent to ballot the working group in March of the next year to solicit comments for discussion at the May working group meeting.





A significant portion of the working group meeting was spent in reviewing the revision item task list for the purpose of identifying the task items that have been completed and the priority for completing those items that require future work.  Eleven of the thirty-three revision items have been identified as completed and five more items were identified as being priority items for the future revision of the standard.  In addition, three new work items were identified as worthy of being worked on and were requested for incorporation into the list.





Lastly, it was requested that working group members review the C37.48 document and submit suggested revisions to the document within the next month for inclusion with the mailing of the meeting minutes.

NEMA – Kris Ranjan reported that this meeting was attended by 6 members and five guests.





IEEE has asked NEMA to hand over the C37.42 to C37.47 documents.  NEMA is the Secretariat for TAG for IEC.  All NEMA members who attend the NEMA meeting also attend the IEEE meetings.  NEMA has an open door policy for attendance.  In view of the above, the Technical Committee decided to keep these NEMA sponsored documents within NEMA.

C37.53.1 has come up for reaffirmation.  This is being revised to reflect the changes in the related IEEE Documents.





C37.43/D5 is under ballot within the NEMA HV Fuse subcommittee.





C37.44/D5 address distribution oil cutouts.  This product is very old and NEMA will find if there is an interest in the field.  The decision to drop this standard will be taken after review of interest.





C37.45/D5 deals with Enclosed distribution class air switches.  The committee was informed that only ABB makes this product.  The decision was to send the draft to ABB for comments to reflect the current application.
