PAR’s are to be emailed to the Standards Coordinator for circulation to other PES Technical Committees to determine interest in coordination.  After submission of the PAR  to the NESCOM secretary a signature page form available from the same site must be sent or faxed with the signature of the Official Recorder (Working Group Chair) for the PAR.  The sponsors signature is not required.





The PES Standards Coordination Committee voted to have all requests to form balloting groups and ballot a document processed through the sponsoring committee’s standards coordinator.  All such request in Switchgear should be sent to the IEEE Balloting Center with a copy to Naheem Ahmed and myself for approval. IEEE Delegation to ASC C37 Committee





The IEEE is one of 3 delegations to the above committee and the members include the Chair, 4 delegates and 2 alternates.





The members are:





Chair	Switchgear Committee, Vice Chairman – Standards Coordinator





Delegates and alternates are appointed from the Chairs of the 6 Technical Subcommittees





High Voltage Circuit Breaker


High Voltage Fuse


High Voltage Switch


Low Voltage Switching Devices


Reclosers and other Distribution Equipment


Switchgear Assemblies





The delegates are the 4 longest serving Chairs and the alternates the Chairs of the other 2 Subcommittees.  As the new Chairs rotate into the Subcommittee position, they become the alternates and current alternates become delegates.





IEEE delegates and alternates are members of the ASC 37 Committee and are invited to attend meetings as they are called.  They also participate in ballots, where the Delegation votes as a block of 5 votes, the Delegation Chair casting the ballot.





For the IEEE there are 2 balloting procedures:





Switchgear Committee Ballots, where the Committee directs the vote.  In this case the Letter Ballot is sent out by the IEEE Balloting Center and the Delegation Chair casts an affirmative ballot contingent on IEEE Standards Board approval.  For these ballots, no feedback is required from delegates or alternates.  The ballots sent to each delegate and alternate are to be returned to the Delegation Chair.





Ballots from other organizations, where the Switchgear Committee position needs to be established.  The ASC C37 Secretary distributes the Letter Ballots and an IEEE block vote is required.  For this case a ballot position from delegates and alternates is required by the Delegation Chair for the ballot to be cast.
