1) The first item to be discussed was to agree upon a format of this document. Three format options were discussed;

a) A product standard that would include all standard design and construction features of the circuit breaker, that are normal and usual standard requirements and are also specified by the utilities but are not included in C37.04 and C37.09 standards. In addition this standard would include guidance for the users to specify special switching requirements.

b) A model specification with fill-in-the-blanks for use by the users for circuit breaker purchases.

c) A guide for the users to develop their own model specification suitable for their individual system.

After a substantial discussion it was apparent that a majority of those in attendance was in favor of pursuing the third option.

It was agreed that this guide will not include requirements for oil, air-blast and air-magnetic circuit breakers.

3) Working group members were requested to review existing clauses 7 to 10 and recommend whether any of these should be moved to C37.04.

Purchaser’s Detailed Requirements, clause 11 of the existing document has to be expanded to provide guidance in the specification for capacitor bank switching and TRV requirements.

Yasin Musa, Tom Field and Rod Sauls will provide material for TRV requirements.
