Re: ERP Subcommittee Meeting Minutes, Galveston, TX

ERP Subcommittee has met on Wednesday, 5/5 at 12 noon with 10 members present. The meeting agenda and the action items taken included the following:

1. Updates on the Awards submitted November 2003. 

1.1 PES Paper Awards- 8 papers were submitted. Our paper scored number 4. The winners were from Insulated Conductors and PS Dynamic Performance Committees.

1.2 PES WG Standards Awards – 4 WG standards were submitted. Our Standard scored number 3. The winner was IEEE Std. 1534 Recommended Practice for Specifying Thyristor Controlled Series Capacitor (T&D Committee).

1.3 PES WG Technical Report – only one nomination was submitted (from PSRC) and it won the Award. We did not submit a nomination.

1.4 TC Outstanding Paper Award, TC Outstanding WG Standards award, TC Outstanding Individual Award – We have submitted our nominations but we have not received the actual awards yet. This is probably due to change of guard (the new Awards Committee Chair is now Ms. Cheryl Warren from National Grid - USA, Albany). The ERP Chair will follow up to make sure that we receive the awards to be presented at the Fall meeting.

2. It was agreed to give free T-shirts to retirees (along with a letter of appreciation from the ERP Committee) at the next meeting in the Fall. The list of retirees is attached. Ted Burse will arrange the T-shirts, M. Glinkowski will prepare the letters of appreciation.

3. It was agreed that less formal, discretionary awards (at discretion of the ERP Subcommittee) will be considered for recognizing individual from the following categories:

3.1 All Chairs of WG, which finished development of the new or revised standards (reaffirmations do not count)

3.2 All Subcommittee chairs leaving their post

Names of these individuals will be compiled at every ERP meeting based on the input from the ERP members. The time window should cover January 2003 to present. The list compiled at this meeting is attached with the Minutes.

6. It was agreed that the common format for electronic files would be upgraded to MS Word 2000 (9.0) and Acrobat Reader 5.1.

8. ERP (Jeff Nelson) will bring to the next meeting the existing list of the Honorary Members of the Switchgear Committee. The list will be updated in Tucson. Retiree candidates will be considered at the ERP meetings and, if agreed, will become Honorary Members. Honorary members will have the privilege of attending Switchgear Committee meetings free of charge but they will not count as quorum for voting, etc.

9. At the next meeting ADSCOM might consider forming a WG for Meeting Planning. This is not part of the ERP scope.
