Résumé of discussions and of work performed:

The chairman has presented recirculation ballot results. We still have 3 negatives, and only 1 outstanding and relating to the PAR.

The negative voters will be contacted by email, by the chairman. The document will be re-balloted on the outstanding unresolved negative.

The outstanding negative relates to the load circuit power factor.

Another negative relates to editorial and metrification comments that are out of the PAR and are being dealt with by TF 1.

The other negative relates to the TRV; this is not part of the PAR and will be reviewed by a TF for future revision.

TF 1 (definitions, notes, metrification) has almost completed their analysis of comments and proposed solutions. They point out that according to IEEE rules, a note to a table is not normative; a footnote is normative. Most of the notes to tables and figures will thus be converted in footnotes.
