Report From ADSCOM


ADSCOM has decided to upgrade the file formats for reports to Microsoft Office 2000 & Acrobat Reader 5.1.  It was determined that the upgrade from WinWord 6.0 will improve operating efficiency.


The RODE Subcommittee has decided not to write documents concerning metal enclosed interrupter switches mounted on poles.  RODE determined that standards for these devices are already covered by IEEE 1247 and C37.74.


An improved flowchart (presented by IEEE headquarter personnel) was discussed describing the maintenance procedures for IEEE documents to carry the joint logo of IEEE/IEC.  Many of the previously outstanding questions and details have been addressed.  Notwithstanding, the joint logo operation continues to be only a one-way flow.  That is, from IEEE to joint logo only with the approval of IEC.


Plans are for the Gas Insulated Substation Subcommittee to have a joint meeting with the Switchgear Committee in Tucson, AZ during our next meeting (9/19-23/04).


Balloting for the latest draft of C37.100.1 (Common Clauses for altitude correction factors, temperature rise limitations, etc.) has been delayed.  The balloting pool membership is undefined.  In addition, it is unclear whether or not reference to C37.100.1 is mandatory or optional.





Report From ASC37


A UK member of IEC has requested NEMA to report its experience with C37.85 concerning X-ray exposures for personnel in North America.  The NEMA report is intended to assist IEC to adopt the same ANSI X-ray exposure limits for personnel who come into the vicinity of vacuum interrupters.





Report From WG PC37.30.1


The document continues with Revision 15 to be posted to the IEEE website during June 2004.  We expect to ballot this document before the next meeting in Tucson.  Minor corrections to the format are being made for clarity of presentation.





The attendees at HVS discussed a proposal by the Chair concerning the next PAR.  The Chair believes that a new PAR should be obtained after PC37.30.1 is approved to start work on a new document that will harmonize PC37.30.1 with existing IEC documents.  We should obtain the IEC base documents and add the PC37.30.1 ratings, requirements, etc., to the IEC base document.  The creation of the new document will highlight the areas that require harmonization.





Report From WG IEEE 1247


Outstanding negative ballots have to be addressed.  A re-circulation ballot will be issued concerning only the areas covered by the negative ballots.  Other technical changes will require a new PAR to address those concerns.
