1.   Call to order

6.  Working Group Reports
a) Recloser Standard C37.60  Working Group Chairman Dave Stone reported the following:

Corrigendum #1 for Standard Requirements for Overhead, Pad Mounted, Dry Vault, and Submersible Automatic Circuit Reclosers and Fault Interrupters for Alternating Current Systems up to 38 kV

Following the September, 2003 IEEE Switchgear Committee meetings, a working group was formed to draft a corrigendum for IEEE C37.60-2003 to correct a few technical errors, principally in Tables 10E and 10F.

There are twelve members of the WG including Chairman David Stone.  A first draft of the corrigendum was balloted in April/May (closing date May 3, 2003.)  There were three negative ballots.  

Although no formal meeting of the WG was held at the May 2004 Switchgear meetings in Galveston, the proposed changes to the first draft were discussed with all members.  The second draft of the corrigendum was sent to IEEE for a recirculation ballot on May 7, 2003.  This will be a 21-day ballot.

The Main Committee has approved IEEE C37.60-2003 for submittal to IEC for Dual Logo status once the corrigendum is approved by RevCom.

The working group and the attending guests reviewed draft 11.  Several changes were recommended and accepted associated with the rating table notes and the condition after test sub-clause.  The only new item brought up had to due with the inrush frequency ratings included in Tables 2a & b.  Attempts will be made to add some additional comments in Annex A to help address the concerns presented about tables rating limitations.  The revised draft and re-circulation package is projected to be ready by the second week of June 2004.  The document will then be sent out for recirculation by the third week of June 2004.
