Dual Logo: C37.60 and C37.013 still need some work prior to being ready for submission. C37.24 was identified as ready-to-go. The Subcommittees will identify candidate documents and request a vote at the Main Committee Meetings.

The Circuit Switcher document will have IEEE and IEC references. The second ballot will be out soon. C37.04 and .09b will balloted this fall. C37.06, .06.1 and .09a will have late fall ballots. The Specification Guide, C37.12, is gaining attention. The TF for TRV line fault conditions has identified “longer short line faults = higher TRVs”
