Quorum – definitions

· Now – 50% of members

· Can limit our ability to act if not enough people are able to come 

· Suggested alternatives:

· Members present 

· Member Emeritus – vote if present, but not included in quorum

· Corresponding member – vote if present, but not included in quorum

· Long time contributors

· Honorary members

· Should there be a minimum number – 37?  25?  33%?

· 50% of members who have registered for the meeting 

· How do we assure required Balance among Producers / Users / Gen Interest?  

· Put “on hold” for formal ballot, if question of balance is raised

· STATE OF New York LAW says:

· IEEE e-mail ballots must be 100% PARTICIAPATION

· AND 100% affirmative

· Paper ballots do not have this requirement

· What are the requirements to become main member?

· Should be in O&P manual

· Participation – how to quantify

· Interested but not active
