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1) The meeting was called to order by the chair at 1:30 PM.

2) Members and guests introduced themselves.

3) Roster Check: 

Apologies were received from Fred Brown, Frank Muench, Kris Ranjan, John Schaffer, John St. Clair and Jim Marek.  Al Worland has retired from the Subcommittee and its working groups.  John Angelis has requested to be a corresponding member of the subcommittee and its working groups.  Frank Ladonne requested, and was granted, membership of the subcommittee.

4) 
Approval of September 22nd 2004 minutes : Minutes were accepted as circulated.

5) 
Report from the Chair

Tim Royster circulated the IEEE material relative to patent issues for everyone to see.

Adscom issues:
a. It was reported that Naeem had left the IEEE, and Sue Vogel was assuming his duties, temporarily. 

b. Members are asked to check the Switchgear web site mailing list for accuracy. http://www.ewh.ieee.org/soc/pes/switchgear/F04Minutes/Mailing-list-2005.xls Those not wishing to have their information on the list are asked to contact Bill Long. 

c. The IEEE “myballot” has begun – after registering an account it is necessary to specify those balloting pools that you wish to be part of, as membership in existing balloting pools is not carried forward into the new system. https://balloting.standards.ieee.org/my-site   Ballots can be changed during the balloting process, so WG chairs are urged to try and resolve negatives, and get them removed, before balloting closes.  Respondents are also requested not to change the format of the spread-sheet used to submit ballot comments.

d. Concerning which software versions are to be used for circulating documents, Switchgear has decided to use the current IEEE “myballot” requirements, rather than specify requirements of their own.

e. Switchgear Committee meeting attendees can now pay registration fee, etc. by credit card.  It is estimated that this will require a $5 increase in attendance fee to cover the cost.  Registration before the meeting will be via IEEE web page, and a credit card will be acceptable for registration at the actual meeting.  Cash and checks will still be accepted.

f. It has been decided to hold a Sunday evening social event (essentially a “get together”). To cover the cost, everyone will pay an additional $20-$25 (non-optional).  The optional Wednesday night function will continue.

g. Switchgear committee is looking for suitable presentations for the PES (similar to the fuse seminar our subcommittee did a couple of years ago).

6) Working Group Reports

a) Revision of Fuse Specification Standards – Mark Stavnes reported that the Working Group met on Monday May 9th with 8 members and 3 guests present.  He reported that PC37.45 was changed to reflect the new IEEE style manual, and has been submitted to IEEE for editorial review prior to balloting.  A few editorial revisions were made to PC37.43, and after changes to reflect the style manual a new draft will be circulated to the working group in the next few months.  A first draft of PC37.42 was discussed, and members were asked to review the remainder of the document before the next meeting. There was continuing discussion as to whether PC37.53.1 (conformance test procedures for Motor Starter fuses) would be picked up by UL.  Those members directly affected agreed to meet and report back to the HV Fuse Subcommittee at this meeting.

These members (Neville Parry, Carl Reigart and Frank Ladonne) indeed met and reported on their findings.  They recommended that C37.53.1 be abandoned, with its information split into different documents.  Clauses 4, 5, 6, and 7 can be incorporated into UL procedures, as they relate to production monitoring and follow-up testing, etc. required by UL.  Clause 3, however, relates to testing, and refers extensively to C37.41 and C37.46.  Since C37.46 is the specification document for power fuses (the classification for Motor Starter fuses) it was felt that any needed additional information to that in C37.41 should appear here. Since the current date for C37.46 is 2000, we need to take out a PAR to get this document into IEEE format this year anyway.  The subcommittee agreed that this was an appropriate course of action.  The PAR for revising C37.53.1 is good until 2007; therefore, by the time it expires we should have a good idea if we can ballot C37.46 in time (otherwise we would have to get the PAR for C37.53.1 extended if it was not to be withdrawn).

b) Revision of Fuse Standards -- John Leach reported that the Working Group met on September 22nd 2004 with 7 of 16 active members present, and 3 guests. John reported that the IEEE standards committee approved PC37.48, Application Guide, on January 24th 2005, subject to some fuse standards listed in the references section being moved to an annex.  This document, now edited, has gone to the printers. The standards board approved a PAR for PC37.41 on December 4th 2004. The working group spent the meeting working on revisions to PC37.41, primarily cutout testing and cutout homogeneous series rules, and also discussed simplifying types of current-limiting fuse enclosure packages in order to update the rules for FEP testing, along the lines of our proposals to IEC. 

7) Report of Liaison to Other Committees

a) ER&P (Education, Recognition and Publication) Committee – Tim Royster reported that Bill Schmunk would receive a certificate of appreciation, having finally retired from the subcommittee.  A new category of Switchgear committee membership is proposed – an honorary or emeritus membership.  This is for those who have given many years of service to the committee but who can no longer attend meetings.  They would not count towards a quorum (something we now struggle to achieve) and would not have to pay an attendance fee, should we meet near their home and they come to a meeting.  Subcommittee members suggested appropriate candidates from the subcommittee to Tim. 
b) Common Clauses – Tim Royster and Ray Capra reported that the ballot for C37.100.1 had to be extended to get a 75% response.  The results were 83% affirmative with many comments.  Dave Stone will incorporate the comments into a new draft, but it is unlikely to happen before our next meeting.
8)  
Report of IEC Activities

John Leach reported that there had been no IEC meetings since the last HV fuse subcommittee meeting, but that the vote on the CDV of IEC 60282-1 (CL fuse testing) had occurred.  The vote passed, with anticipated negatives from France and Spain (despite their agreeing to various compromises at the maintenance team meetings!).   A final draft international standard (FDIS) has been prepared by an editing committee and will be sent out for ballot shortly.  A committee draft of IEC 60787 (application guide for CL fuses used with transformers) has been circulated for comments.
