TOPIC:  "Simulation Verification of a Production line before it is constructed."
Speaker: Dr. Andrej Babinec, Slovak University of Technology in Bratislava, Slovakia                          
 PRESENTATION: When a new production line is planned, the capacity of each subsystem needs to be designed so that the line is able to produce the desired amount of products in a given time. Along with this, different scenarios of line operation need to be considered. When designing complex production lines, these capacities and scenarios must be verified by simulation. This webinar aims to highlight the importance of simulation verification. As an example, an assembly production line will be presented, the design of which had to be changed based on the simulation results.
PRESENTER: Andrej Babinec received the MSc (2009) in robotics and the Ph.D. (2012) in automation and control, both from the Slovak University of Technology in Bratislava (STU), Slovakia. He then joined the Institute of Robotics and Cybernetics (IRC) as an Assistant Professor at the Faculty of Electrical Engineering and Information Technology, STU, Slovakia. Since 2018, he has been an Associate Professor with the IRC.
He has been teaching courses on robot modeling and control, discrete event systems, and simulation of production systems. His research interests include mobile robot collision avoidance and optimization of production systems.
