· Steve reviewed document 08/06r0
· John Chapin suggested a measure of fairness be included when considering coexistence
· Gerald pointed out that all networks will need to synchronize their quiet periods for sensing
· Gerald – The constraint brought up for coexistence with Incumbents may impact issues like synchronizing quiet times

· Gerald – Coexistence between Network A and Network A (self coexistence), though not in the scope of our work, is a place to learn from what has been going on within 802.22 on self coexistence
· Apur – Need to consider location, frequency, etc.
· Does multi-radio coexistence fall into the scope?  Only if one of the radios is a TV white space radio.  Multi-radio coexistence is more of an implementation issue.
· John Chapin suggested that if the 802 provides a standard for coexistence in the TV white space it would be very valuable to the industry
· John also recommended that we consider non-802 wireless systems when thinking about coexistence
· Gerald, the networks continue to operate, the loss is not too significant, and the point of fairness

· John – There are some use case when the sharing of capacity is consider to be fair, even when they are very unequal
· Scott said that the FCC denied fairness as part of the rules
· Steve agreed that it is not the place of the FCC to mandate fairness rules and that is best address by industry

· Peter, said one of the scenarios is the first come first serve is something to consider

· Gerald, systems that have an ATSC like signal will get access and others will leave which is unfair
· Monisha pointed out that since Geo-location can be used to distinguish between unlicensed ATSC transmissions and licensed ATSC transmissions
· Gerald, anyone who has a signal that is like a wireless signal then other devices will have to leave a channel that they occupy
· John – 802 should develop a standard for coexistence
· Recommendation to EC – for a study group to develop a PAR for a coexistence standard in TV white space
· Need definitions of coexistence and coexistence metrics

· Ahmed – we would need to consider the types of networks are to be considered
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
