Key Group Requirements of Selection Process

· Allow gradual reduction in the number proposals under consideration

· Have definitive cut-off date for submission of proposals to TGg

· Set functional requirements (00/210)

· Use as basis for comparison matrix (00/211)

· Have mandatory values and target values in functional requirements

· Only proposals that meeting the requirements of doc. 00/210 will be considered

· No binding decisions from comparision matrix

· Process should allow merging of proposals

· The process shall reduce the number of proposals to a manageable number 

· Process shall have clear date at which all proposals that do not meet the functional requirements are removed from consideration
