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Minutes of the ad hoc meeting of the officers of 802.11.

The meeting convened at 9:00am on 8/18/2000 via teleconference.

The goals of each task group for the September interim meeting were reviewed, as well as the goals for the working group.

Stuart informed us that the web site now has a page for the patent letters submitted to the IEEE and the patents claimed by the submitters to apply to the standard.  There is also a link to the full IEEE database of the patent letters submitted for all IEEE standards.

A discussion of representation of the interests of 802.11 in groups attempting to decide the fate of a "single standard" in the 5 GHz bands took place.  The decision is to express a call for interest for a chair of an ad hoc group and liasons at the interim meeting to determine a

person to perform this function.

Discussion of the 802.11 officers' meeting resulted in agreement that the Sunday evening and mid-week breakfast meeting are mandatory for all chairmen.

Some concern was expressed that there is not enough time for the task groups to accomplish the work on the schedule originally established in the PAR.  To address this problem, some sessions of TGe and HRBSG will be run in parallel.

The letter ballot to forward the HRBSG is proceeding and will conclude on September 2, 2000.

It was established that the 802.11b-Cor1 "updated" document from Carl is the correct document to send to sponsor ballot.  The changes from the document that Victoria submitted is in the area of the boilerplate information.  There are no changes in the technical content of the document.
