BRAN meeting extremely successful from TGh point of view

Decision was made that BRAN Harmonized standard (Radio Conformance Test Specifications) should not restrict which technologies are permitted. 

David Bradley chairs the Spectrum Group

Two possibilities were discussed at the meeting: 1) Change ERC decision; 2) Change interpretation of ERC decision. The second option was adopted. This was done as there is no formal way to revise an ERC decision: it has to be replaced by a new one. 

The BRAN interpretation is that relevent ETSI decision is Radio Conformance Test Specification developed by ETSI group. Accordingly, the term high performance radio LAN would replace the term ‘HIPERLAN’ in the ETSI document. This interpretation would be made public as soon as possible and a liason letter would be sent to European administrations as well.

ERC decision remains the same, however, its interpretation by ETSI has changed.

Peter Ecclesine: HIPERLAN/2 is being asked to look into 802.16. Conformance test might be same as 802.11. 802.16 stuff is relatd to Europe and it may be not allowed to operate in Europe. If fixed wireless access is allowed to operate, there is definitely a need for co-existance isues. 

A task in coming TGh meeting is that everybody should review harmonized standard BRAN26d047. Agree on joint test description which is better than a single proposal from a company.

Now Harmonization standard is the key document and it is standard independent. In the document other terms tightly related to H/2 were also edited.

For TPC the dynamic range for power control test to go 6 db down. Upto 6 dB down is the working assumption. BRAN25d072 rationale is the rationale for outstanding BRAN26d047. 

DFS parameters are entirely open. For example, how soon to detect and how long to continue transmission. In BRAN26d047 2ms interval replaced by beacon interval.

Many H/2 people were not aware of  IEEE 802.11 standard.

IEEE and BRAN server will have the document.

Contribute to BRAN#27 for TPC and DFS requirements.

Joint meeting with R-Regulatory group in Dallas meeting.

Andrew Myles: The document reflects the discussions from Austin meeting with Editor’s comment. Tried to fill out MIB portion to reflect text. DFS format portion is in red color. Comments requested based on 0.11d. TPC is based on the decision of the Austin meeting. While revising draft intention is to include no technical changes.

Draft D1.1 ( doc: 01/577) will be on the server and the proposal is to work on it and agree on TPC.

The suggested to go through TPC well before the Dallas meeting. Request to put omments on the TPC side on the reflector. Participants asked to use reflector to comment on the draft and it applies to DFS portions as well. 

The editor has used “editor’s note” to ask or clarify something regarding 0.11d

The draft D1.1 does not reflect BRAN document completely. The intention is to make it more clearer. The reports and their contents remain the same. Objective is to meet requireements in the harmonization standard. 

Objective for the group is to go through TPC and revise and agree on it.

DFS for IBSS case needs to be addressed as well.
