Richard Paine started off with a overview of the events that have happened.  We are now 802.11k.  The NESCOM approved the PAR on 12/10/02.  The Agenda presentation is 015r0.  The goal for the pre-Ft Lauderdale is to start the architectural discussions and technical presentations.

Richard gave a presentation on the five things that he saw as being identified for 802.11k to accomplish.  The five are;  Setup, MIBs (per-AP, per-Client), Passively Observed Parameters, Transfer of Parameters Between STA and AP, and Actively Measured Parameters

Simon Black gave us some perspective on the 802.11h process.  They developed a means of disabling the autonomous nature of the WLAN.  They built a model for causing an action using the MLME.  He feels that RRM can extend h and add information that is of value to the whole WLAN industry.  He felt that there were four things, rather than the five things that Richard had listed as the primary outputs of the 802.11k exercise (Setup, MIBs, extending 802.11h mechanisms, and AP to AP).

Simon volunteered to give us the 802.11h seminar at Ft Lauderdale.  This is much appreciated since so much will depend on our understanding of 802.11h.

Another topic was the impact of 802.11 on embedded devices.  The HW and firmware issues on the STA side could be very important to the growth of the industry.

The RRM Webpage has changed to the 11k  webpage.

Harry walked us through the leadership process.  The leadership will need to be affirmed at the Monday morning meeting.  Richard needs to get up and give a summary of his experience at the Monday morning meeting.  At the first meeting of the Task Group, there will need to be additional voting for other leadership of k.
