Members of the IST-ROMANTIK Project wish to approach you with a liaison inquiry concerning upcoming standards from 802.11.

The main aim of the ROMANTIK Project (Resource Management and Advanced Transceiver Algorithms for Multihop Networks) is to develop and evaluate “structured” and “ad-hoc” multi-hop networks as intelligent relaying techniques for 3G+ and 4G mobile/wireless communications systems.
